Attendance to property to deliver care and support where tenant/service user may be infected with the virus and/or has been advised to self-isolate.

	It is the responsibility of the Tenant/Service User to declare if they are under self-isolation or have been diagnosed with the virus. The Tenant/Service User or family member are then to inform Mears of this immediately so that where support is not deemed as critical, it will not be allocated to a support worker and the Tenant/Service user and the Local Authority will be informed. 

If the care and support is deemed as ‘critical’, then family members should be contacted to identify if they can help to avoid the need for support staff to enter the property
If not then controls measures which follow the guidance issued from the NHS are to be implemented

All care workers will wear the personal protective equipment (PPE) that has been issued including disposable aprons, type IIR surgical masks, eye protection (goggles and face shield/visor), disposable nitrile gloves. 
Goggles and face shields should be cleaned after use with Ramsol spray and left to dry, or alternatively cleaned with disinfectant wipes.
Care workers will clean all immediate work areas with disinfectant wipes or spray.
Care workers to take their own soap and hand sanitiser gel for use within tenant/service user homes.

	Any confirmed cases of COVID-19 will be recorded onto Mears Protect immediately.
Facemasks are recommended to be worn by symptomatic individuals (advised by a healthcare worker) to reduce the risk of transmitting the infection to others.

	Ensure that any soiled laundry is placed in the washing machine and washed at the highest temperature (above 60 degrees) and if possible, tumble dry and iron at the highest temperature for the material.
