Should a pesaon seck sanctification before

tite baptism with the Holy Ghost?

Yes. Sanctifitation makes us holy, but
the baptism with the Holy Spirit empowers
us for service after we arc sanctified, and
scals us unto the day of redemption, Sanc-
tification destroys the bady of sin, the old
man Adam, Rom.&: 6, 7, “Knowing this,
that our old man it crucified with Him,
that the body of. sin might be destroyed,
that henceforth we should not serve sin.
‘When a man has been saved {rom actuai
sin, then be consecrates himself to God to
be sanctifcd, and so his body of sin is
destroyed of ceucified. Then the resurrec.
tion life of Christ rises in his soul accord-
ing to-the Seriptures, Rom. 6: 8, *
we be dead with Christ, we belicve that
we shall also live with Him.”

In it necessary for a person to leave their
‘home duties in order to wait at some place
for the Holy Ghoat?

Must people give up their property and
e Sl things T Comumon, T ordet 16 v&
ceive the Pentecost?

At the begin-
ning of Pentecost, there was a great awak-
ening in Jerusalem, and many people were
waiting for salvation. Numbers of them
were poor and had no home, and were in
need of food and raiment. And God laid
it on the hearts of as man -
sessors of lands or houses that they sold
their possessions and hrought the price and
iaid the money at the apostles’ jeet, 1o help
supply food and to spread the Word of
quf, that it might be preached over the
world. But they did not do this in order
ta get salyation. God laid it on their
hearts to do this for a special need.
those that were sent to preach the Gospel
found favor with all the people and their
needs were supplied, and they ail were
i i pirit. But God does
not mean that we should today, whercver
the baptism is poured out, just sell our
homes and come and waif for sstvation,
and expect to receive salvation simply be-
cause we have sold out our homes and our
business and given up our talents.

satan. If they repent and do the Frst
works, and coiisecrate to receive sanctifi-
cation, and wait for the baptism, they can
get it again.
