We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER), which provides key
information on the 2022-23 educational progress for The Dearborn Academy. The AER
addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws. The school’s
report contains information about student assessment, accountability, and teacher quality.

For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years' performance
using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted
Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student
subgroup in 2022-23. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student
subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A
Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in the
lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some
schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is given.

Our school has not been given one of these labels.

The key challenges for our school have been in improving the performance of our Economically
Disadvantaged and Limited English Proficiency student populations. The key initiatives that will
be used to accelerate student achievement and close the gap are Sheltered Instruction
Observation Protocol (SIOP), technology integration, and differentiated instruction. Additionally,
students will receive intensive intervention through the addition of WIN (What | Need) time in
the master schedule. This is a dedicated block of time in the day when teachers will be
personalizing instruction to further meet the unique needs of each learner; it is a period of
reinforcement, support, and/or enrichment. Furthermore, the school has employed MTSS
Interventionists and ESL Teachers to provide intensive small-group instruction as well as Special
Education Teachers for students with an Individualized Education Plan. While it is often difficult
for parents to support their children at home when they do not speak English or understand the
concepts being taught in school, parent nights and parent-teacher conferences have been held
to provide parents with the support and strategies to assist them in supporting their students at
home. In addition, we offer an after school and summer school ESL program for students as well
as our 21 Century After School and Summer Programs and in-person tutoring programs.

Process for Assigning Pupils to the School: We are a single-building district. Students enroll
during open enrollment period. Waiting lists are generated when classes have reached
maximum capacity. In addition, the lottery option is available should the need arise.

Status of the 3-5 Year School Improvement Plan: The Michigan Integrated Continuous
Improvement Process for The Dearborn Academy is reevaluted annually based on student
achievement data and input from school administration, staff, students, parents, and community
members. TDA's MICIP encompasses goals, strategies, and strategy implementation plan
activities aimed at increased academic achievement for all students. Our current MICIP academic
goals focus on improving ELA and math M-STEP proficiency.

A Brief Description of Each Specialized School: The Dearborn Academy is a single-building
district. It is a PreK-8 public charter serving a diverse student population from Detroit, Dearborn,
and surrounding areas.

How to Access a Copy of the Core Curriculum, a Description of its implementation, and an
explanations of the variances from the state’s model: The Dearborn Academy curriculum is
fully aligned to the Michigan Academic Standards. Teachers are provided access to a shared
drive consisting of recommended pacing guides, lessons, and materials/resources. To access a
copy of the core curriculum, please contact Mrs. Melissa Lathrup, Principal, for assistance.

The aggregate student achievement results for any local competency tests or nationally
normed achievement tests: The NWEA MAP math and reading assessments are administered
to all Kindergarten through 8th grade students three times a year (fall, winter, and spring).

Identify the number and percent of students represented by parents at parent-teacher
conferences: The Dearborn Academy believes in providing information to parents and legal
guardians on a regular basis. Progress reports and report cards provide information on student
progress. The school hosts parent/teacher conferences two times a year; the fall conference is
designated for all students where as the winter conference is reserved for students at-risk
(idientified by administrators and teachers). The number and percentage of parents/legal
guardians participating in parent/teacher conferences are listed in the table below.

Nos complace presentarles el Informe Anual de Educacién (AER, por sus siglas en inglés), el cual
brinda informacién clave sobre el progreso educativo en 2022-23 de The Dearborn Academy.

Para el afo escolar 2023-24, se identificaron las escuelas sobre la base del desempefio en afios
anteriores utilizando definiciones y etiquetas segun lo requiere la Ley de Cada Estudiante Tiene Exito
(ESSA, por sus siglas en inglés). Una escuela con Apoyo y Mejora Dirigidos (TSI, por sus siglas en
inglés) es aquella que tuvo al menos un subgrupo de estudiantes con bajo desempefio en 2022-23.
Una escuela con Apoyo Dirigido Adicional (ATS, por sus siglas en inglés) es aquella que tuvo un
subgrupo de estudiantes con un desempefio del mismo nivel que el 5% mas bajo de todas las
escuelas en el estado en 2021-22. Una escuela con Apoyo y Mejora Comprensivos (CSI, por sus siglas
en inglés) es aquella cuyo desempefio estuvo en el 5% mas bajo de todas las escuelas del estado, o
tuvo un indice de egreso de 67% o menor en 2021-22. Algunas escuelas no estan identificadas con
ninguna de estas etiquetas. En estos casos, no se asigna ninguna etiqueta.

Nuestra escuela no ha recibido ninguna de estas etiquetas.

Los desafios clave para nuestra escuela han sido mejorar el desempefio de nuestra poblacién
estudiantil en desventaja econdmica y con dominio limitado del inglés. Las iniciativas clave que se
utilizaran para acelerar el rendimiento estudiantil y cerrar la brecha son el Protocolo de observacion
de instruccion protegida (SIOP), la integracién de tecnologia y la instruccion diferenciada. Ademas,
los estudiantes recibiran intervencion intensiva mediante la adicién de tiempo WIN (Lo que necesito)
en el horario maestro. Este es un bloque de tiempo dedicado en el dia en el que los maestros
personalizaran la instruccion para satisfacer aun mas las necesidades Unicas de cada alumno; es un
periodo de refuerzo, apoyo y/o enriquecimiento. Ademas, la escuela ha contratado a
intervencionistas del MTSS y maestros de ESL para brindar instruccién intensiva en grupos pequefios,
asi como maestros de educacién especial para estudiantes con un plan de educacion individualizado.
Si bien a menudo es dificil para los padres apoyar a sus hijos en casa cuando no hablan inglés o no
entienden los conceptos que se ensefian en la escuela, se han llevado a cabo noches de padresy
conferencias de padres y maestros para brindarles a los padres el apoyo y las estrategias para
ayudarlos a apoyando a sus estudiantes en casa. Ademas, ofrecemos un programa de ESL después
de la escuela y de verano para los estudiantes, asi como nuestros programas de verano y después de
la escuela del siglo XXI y programas de tutoria en persona.

Ademas, la opcién de loteria esta disponible
si surge la necesidad.

Integrado de Michigan para The Deabron Academy se reevalia anualmente en funcion de los datos
de rendimiento de los estudiantes y los aportes de la administracion escolar, el personal, los
estudiantes, los padres y los miembros de la comunidad. El MICIP de TDA abarca metas, estrategias
y actividades del plan de implementacion de estrategias destinadas a aumentar el rendimiento
académico de todos los estudiantes. Nuestras metas académicas actuales de MICIP se enfocan en
mejorar el dominio de ELA y matematicas M-STEP.

Una breve descripcion de cada escuela especializada: La Academia de Dearborn es un distrito de
un solo edificio. Es una escuela auténoma publica de PreK-8 que atiende a una poblacién estudiantil
diversa de Detroit, Dearborn y las areas circundantes.
