SALVATION

PARENT CONVERSATION GUIDE ... for kids

This is an exciting time in a kid's life. They're starting to ask questions about their faith. They're wondering
about God and His love for them. They may be asking a lot of questions about Jesus—questions that

you may struggle with yourself, or questions that may not have a simple answer. But that’s okay. This is a
starting point for your kid to begin a life-long conversation about faith. That's why we want you to “Start
Here"” with John 3:16. It lays the foundation for God'’s love for us that sent Jesus to be our Savior.

"For God so LOVED the world that he GAVE his one and only Son. Anyone who BELIEVES in him will not
die but will have eternal life” (John 3:16 NIrV).

WHAT TO SAY

1. GOD LOVED
*  God loved you before you were
even born. He created you in His

image. And He loves you right now.

But there is something that
separates us from Him, something
that keeps us from being with Him
forever. It's called sin. It's the stuff
we do wrong. Sin keeps us from
living out the story that God
wants for us.

And on our own, we can’t do any-
thing about this. We need God to
step in and help. But because God
loved us, He made a way for all of
us to live with Him forever.

ASK...

What is sin?

Have you ever sinned? When?
What is the problem with sin?

2. GOD GAVE

God gave the most important,
valuable, and perfect thing He

had for you. He knew that our sin
would keep us from living with Him
forever.

We're apart from God and would
stay that way, but because God
loved us, He gave His son to fix
that relationship. Jesus came to
make a way for you to be in

God's story.

And Jesus gave up His life on the
cross to pay for our sin. Three days
later, Jesus rose from the dead!
His resurrection defeated death
and makes a relationship with God
possible again.

ASK...

What did God give us?
Why did God give this gift?
What did Jesus do for us?

3. WHOEVER BELIEVES IN JESUS

e When you receive a gift what do
you do? You open it. God said you
could open His gift by believing.

*  Believing simply means to trust.
It's a lot like sitting in a chair. When
you sit in a chair, you put all your
weight in it. You trust that it will
hold you up. That'’s what it's like to
believe in or to trust in this gift.

e To open the gift that God gave
you, you trust Jesus with your
whole life and rest in the fact that
He died and rose again for you.

ASK...

How can you take part in God's
Big Story?

What does it mean to trust in
something?

How do you know God loves you?

WHAT NOT TO SAY

1. “INVITE JESUS IN YOUR
HEART ..."”

For kids, the phrase "inviting Jesus
into my heart” can be confusing.
They're such concrete thinkers
that it can worry them to think

that someone is living inside

their actual heart.
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2.

“YOU HAVE TO PRAY LIKE
THIS ...”

Kids are going to express their faith
with how they understand it at their
age. Don't get hung up on the
“right words” but rather the heart
with which they pray.

3. MADE UP ANSWERS

Don't make up answers to questions
you don't know yourself. “I don't
know" is a legitimate answer to
questions your kid has about faith.
There's so much that we don't
understand about how God works
and how the Holy Spirit enters our
life. And that's okay.

GUIA DE CONVERSACION PARA PADRES ... para nifios

Este es un momento emocionante en la vida de un nifio. Estan empezando a hacer preguntas sobre su fe.
Se preguntan acerca de Dios y su amor por ellos. Es posible que estén haciendo muchas preguntas sobre
Jesus, preguntas que pueden ser dificiles para usted, o preguntas que pueden no tener una respuesta
simple. Pero eso esta bien. Este es un punto de partida para que su hijo comience una conversacién de fe
que durara toda la vida. Es por eso que queremos que “comience aqui” con Juan 3:16. Aqui se establece
el fundamento del amor de Dios por nosotros que envié a JesUs a ser nuestro Salvador.

“Pues Dios AMO tanto al mundo que DIO a su Unico Hijo, para que todo el que CREA en él no se pierda,
sino que tenga vida eterna.” (Juan 3:16 NTV).

QUE DECIR

1. DIOS AMO

e Dios te amaba incluso antes de que
nacieras. El te cred a su imagen. Y
te ama ahora mismo.

Pero hay algo que nos separa de
El, algo que nos impide estar con
El para siempre. Se llama pecado.
Es lo que hacemos mal. El pecado
nos impide vivir la historia que
Dios quiere para nosotros.

Y por nuestra cuenta, no podemos
hacer nada al respecto.
Necesitamos que Dios intervenga
y ayude. Pero debido a que Dios
nos amaba, hizo un camino para
que todos nosotros viviéramos con
El para siempre.

PREGUNTA...

;Qué es el pecado?

;Alguna vez has pecado? ;Cuando?
;Cuél es el problema con el pecado?

2. DIOS DIO

Dios dio lo mas importante, valioso
y perfecto que tenia para ti. El
sabia que nuestro pecado nos
impedirfa vivir con El para siempre.
Estamos separados de Dios y nos
mantendriamos asi, pero como
Dios nos amaba, nos dio a su hijo
para arreglar esa relacion. Jesus
vino para hacerte un camino para
que estés en la historia de Dios.

Y Jesus entreg6 su vida en la cruz
para pagar por nuestro pecado.
iTres dias después, Jesus resucité
de entre los muertos!

Su resurreccion derroté a la muerte
y hace posible una relacién con
Dios nuevamente.

PREGUNTA...

;Qué nos dio Dios?

¢ Por qué Dios dio este regalo?
¢ Qué hizo Jesus por nosotros?

3. QUIEN CREA EN JESUS

Cuando recibes un regalo, jqué
haces? Lo abres. Dios dijo que
podias abrir su regalo creyendo.
Creer simplemente significa
confiar. Es muy parecido a sentarse
en una silla. Cuando te sientas en
una silla, pones todo tu peso en
ella. Confias en que te sostendra.
Eso es lo que es creer o confiar en
este regalo.

Para abrir el regalo que Dios te
dio, confias en Jesus con toda tu
vida y descansas en el hecho de
que El murié y resucité por ti.

PREGUNTA...

¢Cémo puedes participar en la gran
historia de Dios?

¢ Qué significa confiar en algo?
¢Cémo sabes que Dios te ama?

QUE NO DECIR

2. “TIENES QUE ORAR

1. “INVITA A JESUS EN TU
CORAZON ..”

Para los nifios, la frase “invitar a
JesUs a mi corazén” puede ser
confusa. Son pensadores tan
concretos que les puede preocupar
pensar que alguien esta viviendo
dentro de su corazén real.
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Ast.”

Los nifios van a expresar su fe con

la forma en que la entienden a su
edad. No te preocupes con las “pal-
abras correctas”, sino con el corazén
con el que oran.

3. NO INVENTE RESPUESTAS

No invente respuestas a preguntas
que no conoce. “No sé” es una
respuesta legitima a las preguntas
que su hijo tiene sobre la fe. Hay
tantas cosas que no entendemos
sobre como trabaja Dios y como el
Espiritu Santo entra en nuestra vida.
Y eso esté bien.
