‘Come and See’ Assessment Tasks for Advent term 2021
(Advent/Christmas – Loving)

AT Focus: - AT 1 (iii) 

(Written in alignment with the diocesan End of Year expectations document)
Please find below a range of tasks to facilitate the process of moderation within Primary Religious Education within AT 1 (iii).
These have been designed in a format which is hoped will assist teachers and provide them with the necessary detail and context. 

The tasks relate to the Christian Living theme - Advent/Christmas – Loving topics within the Come and See programme and are based on actual activities within the Reveal section which have been adapted to meet the focus of the AT1 (iii) strand. 
*The tasks have been revised to align with the diocesan End of Year Expectations document, and written using the related language.

For each year group there is a commentary section which highlights attainment with regard to ‘below’, ‘in line’ and ‘exceeding’ expectation.

This can be used to substantiate the reasons for your judgement in terms of moderation.
You may also decide to rephrase some of the text or amend the tense it is written in, so as to personalise it to your class/school. 

It is also important that, as a class teacher, you are aware of the tasks set within other year groups and related expectations. This will provide you with a wider understanding as well as enabling you to cater for all of the pupils in your class, regardless of ability. 

*It is also important to remember that this task only serves as partial evidence to support the ‘best fit’ judgement of attainment achieved by the pupil each term within the respective Attainment Target.

The ‘Next Step’ section enables teachers and pupils alike to be aware of targets set, as well as reinforcing the ideas of ‘assessing as you learn’/ ‘learning as you assess’. 

Finally, it is essential that in accommodating the needs of all pupils, provision is given to those whose literacy/writing skills may be below that of their peers. To this end, evidence of a pupil’s achievement can be recorded orally and annotated accordingly. This could, for example, take the form of a picture surrounded by suggestions /comments that the pupil has made. You may also wish to adapt the nature of the task to accommodate individual pupils’ needs whilst still retaining the appropriate AT focus.
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Birthday (Early Years) – Advent term 2021

To be able to represent their own ideas, feelings and thought of religious matters through design and technology, art, music, dance role play and stories.

Context
During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Birthday’, pupils explore Advent, looking forward to Christmas, the birthday of Jesus. 

Within Learning Focus 6 the pupils learn about the first Christmas and how people celebrate Jesus’ birthday each year.

Invite the pupils to make a Christmas card for someone, using different media that shows the picture of Jesus’ birthday.

Waiting (Year 1) - Advent term 2021

Focus
To be able to recognise, that people act in a particular way because of their religion. 
Context
During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Waiting’, pupils explore Advent, a time of waiting to celebrate Jesus’ coming at Christmas. 
Within Learning Focus 6 pupils will learn about the meaning of ‘Christingle’. 
*Adapt Learning Focus 6 activity 3 p91. Ensure you ask the key question ‘what ways can we share our love at Christmas?’ Then ask the pupils to make a Christmas card to show how they will show love at Christmas’. Ask the pupils to decide who to send their card to and inside the card write the words ‘I will share my love with you at Christmas by’ – Invite the pupils to choose from (or draw their own) a range of Christmas symbols, pictures and simple greetings (religious and secular) which express sharing love. Make their own simple collage of sharing (and showing) their love as Christians at Christmas time inside the card. (based on Learning Focus 6, page 91, Activity 3).

To be able to describe and give examples of ways that people with religious beliefs live their lives because of their religious belief.
Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Preparing’, pupils explore Advent, the four weeks of preparation for the celebration of the birth of Jesus at Christmas.
Within Learning Focus 2 the pupils learn about how the people had been prepared for the birth of Jesus’ birth many years before.
*Adapt Learning Focus 2, page 86, Activity 3. 
Invite the pupils to make a candle drawing with rays describing some of the ways in which Christians prepare for the birth of Jesus and bring light to the people around us.

Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Visitors’, pupils explore Advent as the time of waiting for the coming of Jesus.
Within Learning Focus 3 the pupils learn about how, during Advent, the Church prepares for the visit of God in the person of Jesus. 

*Adapt Learning Focus 3, page 88, Activity 3. 

Using the scripture reading on page 87, invite the pupils to create a ‘Charter to Live by’ which outlines how we might ‘live out’ the messages within the reading e.g. explore the opposites of greed, lying, stealing etc and anything else we might do to love our neighbour (based on Learning Focus 3, page 88, Activity 3.)

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Gift’ the pupils explore Advent and Christmas – the Church’s seasons of preparing to receive God’s gift of love and friendship in Jesus.

Within Learning Focus 1 the pupils learn about God’s gift of love and friendship.

*Adapt Learning Focus 1, page 91, Activity 1. 

Invite the pupils to design a poster or simple leaflet entitled: ‘Preparing for Jesus, God’s gift to the world’, which describes and gives reasons for the actions of Christians during Advent. (based on Learning Focus 1, page 91, Activity 1).

To be able to give religious reasons for actions by believers and begin to show how these shape believers’ lives.
Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Hope’, pupils have been learning about Advent- the church’s season of waiting in joyful hope for the coming of Jesus, the promised one.
Within Learning Focus 1 the pupils learn about Advent as a time of waiting.

*Adapt Learning Focus 1, page 86, Activity 2.

Using Isaiah 25: 8-9/ 40:9-11, the children learned about the Church’s teaching on Advent and the meaning of the Advent wreath. Invite the pupils to write a script for a radio broadcast or presentation for a school assembly which explores how the Christian belief ‘Waiting in joyful hope’ is expressed in/or gives shape to, our lives (what do we say and do in our lives) during the Advent season -  (based on Learning Focus 1, page 86, Activity 2).

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Expectations’ pupils have been learning about Advent, a time of joyful expectation of Christmas, the Word becoming a human person, Jesus.  
Within Learning Focus 5, the pupils’ learn about John the Baptist’s expectations of Jesus.

*Adapt Learning Focus 5, Activity 3 (page 99).
Based on the words from John, invite the pupils’ to design a set of guidelines for the school that will help the children prepare for the coming of Jesus. They should explore the Christian belief in ‘Waiting in expectation’ and demonstrate how this belief shapes Christian living.
