
Assessment Tasks - Pentecost term 2022
Inter-relating– Reconciliation - AT Focus: AT 1 (ii)

(Written in alignment with the diocesan End of Year expectations document)

Please find below a range of tasks to facilitate the process of moderation within Primary Religious Education within AT 1 (ii).

These have been designed in a format which is hoped will assist teachers and provide them with the necessary detail and context. 

The tasks relate to the Inter-relating – Reconciliation topics within the Come and See programme and are based on actual activities within the Reveal section which have been adapted to meet the focus of the AT1 (ii) strand. 
*The tasks have been revised to align with the diocesan End of Year Expectations document and written using the related language.

For each year group there is a commentary section which highlights attainment with regard to ‘below’, ‘in line’ and ‘exceeding’ expectation.

This can be used to substantiate the reasons for your judgement in terms of moderation.
You may also decide to rephrase some of the text or amend the tense it is written in, so as to personalise it to your class/school. 

It is also important that, as a class teacher, you are aware of the tasks set within other year groups and related expectations. This will provide you with a wider understanding as well as enabling you to cater for all of the pupils in your class, regardless of ability. 

*It is also important to remember that this task only serves as evidence to support the ‘best fit’ judgement of attainment achieved by the pupil each term within the respective Attainment Target. 

The ‘Next Step’ section enables teachers and pupils alike to be aware of targets set, as well as reinforcing the ideas of ‘assessing as you learn’/ ‘learning as you assess’. 

Finally, it is essential that in accommodating the needs of all pupils, provision is given to those whose literacy/writing skills may be below that of their peers. To this end, evidence of a pupil’s achievement can be recorded orally and annotated accordingly. This could, for example, take the form of a picture surrounded by suggestions /comments that the pupil has made. You may also wish to adapt the nature of the task to accommodate individual pupils’ needs whilst still retaining the appropriate AT focus.

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Friends’, pupils learn about – Jesus had good friends; what Jesus tells us about friendship.
Within Focus Week 2 the pupils learn about Jesus’ rule for friends (p.164). 
Activity

Adapt Focus Week 2 page 164 

Share God’s Story 2 page 50 and the related Scripture passage.
· Using the role play area or through observation encourage pupils to talk about how they feel when things go wrong and how they make up as a friend. Invite pupils to talk about the pictures. Ask what the children in the pictures can say or do to make things better.

Add speech/thought bubbles to the pictures. Invite pupils to write or talk about using annotation, what they characters will say and do to make it better. * This could also be evidenced through video recording.
(Photographs of the above activities would provide sufficient evidence)

· Talk about and label the picture with the appropriate words, phrases and actions recognising what is happening in the picture. *This could be video recorded and/or annotations recorded by a teacher / teaching assistant.

(It is important at this stage to place particular focus on the Content Section on page 178, and the Background Notes, as well as any key words from page 172 to reinforce pupils’ knowledge and understanding of the Sacrament of Reconciliation).
Activity

Adapt Learning Focus 5, page 179, Activity 1. 

· Using Church’s Story 3 (pp.66-67), the Background Notes, as well as other resources and prior learning, invite the pupils to design one of the following;

· Crib sheet on what is happening during the Sacrament of Reconciliation 
· An information sheet with text and pictures.
· A storyboard / sequence of what happens.

Either of these to include religious words and phrases to describe the actions and symbols within the Sacrament of Reconciliation, giving reasons for some of these.

Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Building bridges’ the pupils learn about -The importance of admitting wrong, and being reconciled with one another and God.
Within Learning Focus 4 the pupils learn about – Penitential rite 1 and 2. 
Activity
Adapt Learning Focus 4, P192 Activity 1

Invite the pupils to complete a Liturgy Planning sheet. Invite them to choose songs, readings, prayers, responses, scripture etc. that would be suitable for a class celebration of Reconciliation (not the celebration of the Sacrament).

Remind the children about the sacrament and say they can choose appropriate elements to include in their liturgy e.g. an examination of conscience, a penitential rite, an act of contrition, scripture, prayers etc.
*After planning the liturgy, invite pupils to write about their choices, giving reasons for these – these annotations could surround the liturgy planner, or accompany it beneath.

Context
During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Freedom & responsibility’, pupils learn about – God’s rules for living freely and responsibly – the Commandments.
Within Learning Focus 6 the pupils learn about – God is loving and merciful. 

As directed in Year 5 ‘Come and See’, read and discuss Church’s Story 3 pages 66/67: Reconciliation, and revisit some of the work covered relating to the Sacrament of Reconciliation within the Year 4 book.
Activity
Adapt and expand the content of Learning Focus 6, p190, beginning ‘Revisit the Sacrament of Reconciliation covered in Year 4 – Church’s Story 3 pages 66-67’. Also use the Background Notes to teach about the Sacrament (see below).
Create an information script to accompany a video on the Sacrament of Reconciliation to help others understand the importance of the Sacrament of Reconciliation for Catholics. Within this, describe and give reasons for what happens during the rite, linking this to other religious sources. *Alternatively, some pupils may prefer to complete a sequencing activity, which includes the related pictures and text.

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Healing’ pupils learn about – The sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick.
Within Learning Focus 5, the pupils learn about – The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick for those who are very ill.
Activity

Adapt Learning Focus 5, Activity 1 (page 210), and using the Background Notes, invite pupils create an information script to accompany a video on the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick to help others understand the importance of the Sacrament for Catholics. Describe and give reasons for what happens during the rite, making links (wherever possible) to scripture, what Catholics believe and how they should act.

Inter-relating – Reconciliation 

SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION 

Pentecost term 2022

To help us understand this Sacrament we need to know a little bit about a Sacrament.

A sacrament is something that uses signs – usually a combination of words and actions. By interpreting these signs correctly, we can find out what the Sacrament is doing for those who receive it. The signs are not just words and actions that have a message for those who are celebrating it, they give them a gift. They actually do what they say they are doing!!  They are effective. This gift (which Catholics call grace) is given by Jesus whom they meet in the Sacrament, to deepen and develop their relationship with him.  Through the Sacraments God helps Catholics grow in friendship with him. 

In the Sacrament of Reconciliation, the key signs are:

· The words of absolution which removes a person’s sins.

· The laying on of hands which occurs many times during the sacraments. In each case it symbolises the giving of strength and power. When the sign is used in the Sacrament of Penance, it reminds us of the times when Jesus laid his hands on the sick and healed them.
Through these signs Jesus heals the penitent of sin and reunites them with God and God’s family – the Church.

The Sacrament was given by Jesus after the resurrection when he said to his apostles ‘Whose sins you forgive they are forgiven; for those whose sins you retain they are retained’. Through the Sacrament Catholics are strengthened, so that they are made more able to resist sin in the future.

The Sacrament of Reconciliation brings penitents back to God, who forgives them and absolves them from their sins. God’s mercy and love is like the tenderness shown in the story. During the Sacrament of Reconciliation, the Church celebrates the gentle love and mercy of God which is illustrated in parables such as The Lost Sheep and The Prodigal Son. The Sacrament calls people to confess sins, seek forgiveness and be reconciled to God and to one another. The sacrament can be celebrated often and helps Catholics to be better followers of Jesus. 

The Sacrament of Reconciliation is known by various names: 

THE SACRAMENT OF CONFESSION: This emphasises the confession of sins to a priest.

THE SACRAMENT OF FORGIVENESS: This emphasises the belief that through the priest’s prayer of absolution God grants the forgiveness of sin.

THE SACRAMENT OF CONVERSION: This emphasises the call to return to the Father from whom one has strayed through sin.

THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION: This emphasis that through the Sacrament the penitent is reconciled to God, and to each other.

THE SACRAMENT OF PENANCE: This is the official title given to the sacrament and emphasises the need for the penitent to do penance to repair any damage their sins may have done.

Teachers in all year groups who do not have an experience themselves of the Sacrament will find the description of the Sacrament useful (See Years 4 and 5).

EYFS/Year1

In EYFS and Year 1 the foundations for understanding the Sacrament of Reconciliation are laid. The children are not yet introduced to the rite of the Sacrament but are helped to understand more fully the difference between right and wrong, the importance of saying sorry and how we can make up and make a fresh start with our friends.

Year 2 children are introduced to the concept of sin and the importance of saying sorry and forgiveness. They are taught about and learn how to make an examination of conscience, say a simple prayer of sorrow, understand the significance of the sign of peace at mass and are introduced at a very basic level to what happens during the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  For pupils to achieve ‘expected’ within AT1 ii using Church’s Story 2 pages 48-49 they should be able to describe simply what happens during confession, for example….
‘In the Sacrament of Reconciliation, you think of the sins you are sorry about, the things you have done wrong on purpose and tell the priest, who won’t tell anyone. He asks you to make up for them by being kind and by saying a sorry prayer. The priest lifts up his right hand or puts his hands on your head and tells you your sins are forgiven in Jesus’ name. Afterwards, together, you say a prayer. The priest wears a purple stole.’

Two symbols mentioned above – the priest’s purple stole and the ‘laying on of hands’ are not mentioned in the ‘Come and See’ text but need to be introduced during your teaching at a very simple level if children are to achieve within ‘expected’.

For pupils to achieve ‘exceeding’ within AT1iii both in Year 2 and Year 3 they will need to give reasons for what happens above e.g.

‘Before the Sacrament of Reconciliation, you examine your conscience to help you understand where you made bad choices. You think of the sins you are sorry about, the things you have done wrong on purpose and tell the priest, who won’t tell anyone. This is called confession. The priest gives you a penance as a sign that you are willing to try to do better in the future and make up for the wrong you have done. When we do something wrong we say sorry so after your penance you then ask God to forgive you. The priest lifts up his right hand or puts his hands on your head as a sign of God’s power and healing and tells you your sins are forgiven in Jesus’ name. Afterwards, together, they say a prayer for God’s forgiveness and love.  The priest wears a purple stole because purple is a sign of repentance.’

Years 4 and 5

The following is a description of the rite of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. It provides more detail than Church’s Story 3 and also includes reasons for certain actions and symbols. Children working at ‘expected’ will need to be introduced to this. Children working at ‘exceeding’ will need to go into more depth about the Sacrament and include (at their own level) an introduction which sums up the first few paragraphs of the notes above which puts the Sacrament into context.

CELEBRATION OF THE SACRAMENT - RITE 1

Part 1: Preparation

One of the most difficult things about going to confession is what to say. We all find it difficult to be honest and admit that we have been wrong. Therefore, before trying to think about what to say Catholics often pray to the Holy Spirit to give them strength, guidance and courage to make a sincere and honest confession.

Part 2: Examination of Conscience

Having asked for the strength to be honest Catholics make an examination of conscience. Your conscience is the sense of right and wrong that is inside you, and helps you to make good choices. During an examination of conscience, the penitent thinks about what they have done – the good choices they have made for which they say thank you, and the bad choices for which they are sorry. The bad choices which are done on purpose are sins – that is something that spoils or breaks friendship with God and with other people. Sin is anything that breaks God’s law of love. It is always something that has been done on purpose, not accidentally, (a sin of commission) or it is something we should do and do not do it (a sin of omission). These are the sins the penitent confesses.

Part 3: The Sacrament

Greeting:
The priest welcomes the penitent warmly and greets him or her with kindness in the name of Jesus. 

Sign of the Cross:
They make the Sign of the Cross together. This is a reminder of God’s love and presence in the sacrament.

Invitation to Trust in God:
The priest invites the penitent to have trust in God to give the penitent courage and reassurance. He may use words like these:

‘May God, who has enlightened every heart, help you to know your sins and trust in his mercy’.

Reading of the Word of God: 

The priest might then read a short passage from the Scriptures for example, the parable of the Prodigal Son or The Lost Sheep. The Scripture passage will remind the penitent of the mercy and gentleness of God who loves us and is always ready to forgive us. 

The Confession:

The penitent confesses his/her sins – the bad choices they identified during the examination of conscience.

The Penance:

After the confession the priest may give a few words of advice and encouragement and then gives a penance which may be a prayer or a practical act of kindness. The purpose of giving a penance is to give the penitent the opportunity to show the sincerity of their sorrow so that they may, in some small way, repair the damage his/her sins have done. It is a sign that they will try to do better in the future.

The Act of Sorrow (Contrition):

After a penance is given and accepted, the penitent expresses his/her sorrow. The person prays an act of sorrow, such as:

“O my God, because you are so good, I am

very sorry that I have sinned against you

and with the help of your grace I will not

sin again.”

This is one of the most important parts of the Sacrament. If the Sacrament of Penance is to have an effect there must be true sorrow. To be truly sorry involves a determination to avoid repeating the wrong. It is not enough to say sorry – the penitent has to be willing to change and promise to make a new start. This is called making a firm purpose of amendment.

The words of forgiveness and Absolution:

The priest then administers the Sacrament of Penance. To do this he either places his hands on the penitent’s head or extends his right hand over the penitent’s head. The laying on of hands occurs many times during the sacraments. In each case it symbolises the giving of strength and power. When the sign is used in the Sacrament of Penance, it reminds us of the times when Jesus laid his hands on the sick and healed them.

The priest then prays the prayer of absolution which is the blessing that removes the person’s sins. The priest makes a Sign of the Cross over the penitent as he recites the final words of the Prayer of Absolution, “And I absolve you from all your sins in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” It is enough for the children to know that the sign of the cross reminds us how Jesus loved us so much he died for us. It reminds us of God’s love and forgiveness. 

The deeper significance is reflected in Scripture. Jesus “himself bore our sins in his body upon the Cross” (1 Peter 2:24a). Jesus has reconciled all things through himself, and he has made peace by the blood of his Cross (Colossians 1:20).

The penitent replies “Amen” to this prayer. In this very simple and undramatic way the Sacrament of Penance is administered.
The Conclusion (Dismissal):

The Sacrament ends with a very short prayer of thanks and dismissal which reminds the penitent of the great joy and comfort the Sacrament brings.

RITE 2

Sometimes Rite 2 of the Sacrament of Reconciliation is used. This often happens in Advent and Lent when people gather together to prepare for the feasts of Christmas or Easter. In Rite 2, a number of people come together for the Sacrament of Reconciliation, often with a few priests who have come from neighbouring parishes. There is a service of prayers and readings, which help people to prepare. They are then invited to make a personal confession to one of the priests available. Sometimes schools will have a penitential service with the opportunity for confession, Rite 2. Whatever a person talks to the priest about is absolutely in confidence. They can feel that they are talking to God alone. When the confessions are finished, the priest invites everyone to thank and praise God for his mercy and forgiveness.

RITE 3 is rarely celebrated in this country today. The rite is similar to Rite 2 but general absolution replaces individual confession.
BACKGROUND NOTES FOR TEACHERS

THE SACRAMENT OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK 
(YEAR 6)
When you read these notes you will see that connections are made across the AT1 strands – 

· with scripture to illustrate Jesus’ concern for the sick and the meaning and symbolism of anointing with oil; 

· with the Catechism of the Catholic Church;

· with Christian life and the call to care for the sick;

(You may want to make links to hymns too!!)

There is an explanation of the rite itself including the importance and meaning of various signs and symbols.

Children who describe what happens in the Sacrament will achieve ‘working towards’.

Children who give reasons for the sign and symbols used will achieve ‘expected’.

Children who describe and show an understanding not only of the signs and symbols but the liturgy as a whole will achieve ‘exceeding’

From the very beginning of Jesus’ ministry, he was concerned with the sick and needy. He never turned anyone away even when he was tired and weary. In Jesus’ day, there were many sick people and they often had to survive by begging at the roadside (Luke 18 – the story of the Blind Beggar; Mark 1 – The Leper). 

Christians are called to care for others, especially for those most in need. Jesus explains this very clearly in a parable of the Good Samaritan. Part of the responsibility of Christians is to have compassion and care for those in need especially the sick. This is clearly demonstrated in the work of the hospice movement.

Illness and suffering are not easy to cope with. They make a person feel powerless and realise their limitations. When a person is very sick, they are not able to do what they normally do. They may not be able to work or to enjoy life as they used to. Often it is an occasion when people have time to reflect on what is important to them in life. It is often a time when people think about God and pray more. Christians remember the suffering of Jesus.

The anointing with oil is a symbol of healing and is used in the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick. When Jesus sent out his disciples to preach the Good News they;

‘anointed with oil many who were sick and cured them’ (Mark 6: 13).

In the parable the Good Samaritan anointed the wounds of the man who had been mugged and used oil to clean and heal them. He ensured he was cared for. 

The person who is very ill welcomes the prayers and kindness of those who visit them. James’ letter has many practical suggestions which include reference to anointing the sick.

‘Are any of you ill? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer of faith will save the one who is sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven’. (James 5: 14-15)

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick is a sacrament for anyone who is seriously ill. It is a sacrament that is commonly given a number of times during an illness, sometimes because the person becomes more ill, or because the sick person would benefit from the strength and comfort the Sacrament gives them. The Sacrament of Anointing

 ‘is meant to lead the person to healing of the soul but also of the body if such is God’s will’ (Catechism of the Catholic Church 1520). 

Through the Sacrament the Holy Spirit helps to calm the worry, anxiety and discouragement the sick person may experience.

The Church names two Sacraments as Sacraments of Healing; the Sacrament of Reconciliation and of the Anointing of the Sick. They are not healing in the sense of making a person physically better, but spiritual healing, or helping them feel closer to God and better in themselves.

The Sacrament is usually administered either in a sick person’s home or in some parishes there may be an anointing of the sick at a special Mass for people of the parish who have need of the Sacrament. Family and friends, as well as members of the parish family, will be there supporting those who sick and praying for them. When a person is near to death, there are three Sacraments which they may wish to receive: the Sacrament of Reconciliation, the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick and Holy Communion. If possible, these Sacraments will be celebrated separately, but sometimes there isn’t time because the person is very, very ill and possibly dying. In this instance the priest will celebrate all three in one ceremony.

The Greeting and Address

When the priest enters the room where the sick person is, he

will greet them with the words:

‘The grace of Our Lord Jesus Christ and love of God and fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all’.
Those present will reply: ‘and with your spirit’.
He then sprinkles the sick person with holy water, reminding them of their baptism.

The Penitential Rite (or Confession)

 At this point, if possible, the sick person will confess their sins and receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Sometimes the person is too ill to make their Confession,(or this is not possible during mass) however they still receive forgiveness and there will be a penitential rite like the one at the beginning of Mass. The Sacraments are signs of God’s love therefore Catholics want to remove any barriers between themselves and God and so apologise to God for any bad choices they have made.

The Readings 

This is followed by a short scripture reading(s). The scripture will be chosen to give the sick person comfort and a sense that they are loved by God.

The Litany and Laying on of Hands

The Litany are prayers in which God is asked to heal the sick person (God’s Story 3 p71).

The priest then places his hand on the sick person’s head. The ‘laying on of hands’ is a very ancient symbol which signifies giving strength and power. Used here, ‘the laying on of hands’ reminds Catholics of the times Jesus laid hands on the sick and healed them.
A Prayer of Thanksgiving is said for the care God gives. 

The Anointing of the Sick is the same as when it happens during Mass: after the priest lays his hands on the head of the sick person he anoints their head and hands. Oil has always been associated with healing, and is still the base which is used in ointments. 

The Prayer is also the same (See Church’s Story 3 page 71).

The Lord’s Prayer

This prayer can be especially meaningful to the sick as God is called ‘Father’ and loves the sick person especially when they are sick or suffering.

Holy Communion 

The priest gives the person Holy Communion in which they are united with Jesus in a special way. (Sometimes the person is too ill to receive Communion).

The Blessing

The ceremony of the Anointing of the Sick ends with a blessing.

These three sacraments prepare the person who receives them for their final journey to God and marks the end of their pilgrimage of life on earth. They provide spiritual healing, giving the person strength, peace, courage and forgiveness of their sins. They will know that Jesus Christ is very near to them. It does sometimes happen that the person regains their health and continues on with their life on earth.
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
