Things are going great at the church in Grandview, Washing-
ton. Salvador graduated from Rio Grande Bible Institute in Tex-
as on December 12th and moved to Grandview, Washington 
with his wife Monse and son Liam on Dec. 15th. He filled the 
pulpit so Rick could officiate his son Dane's wedding! The wedding was AWESOME! 
And Salvador is doing a GREAT job at the church!  

Jo'ell continues her work at Hope Pregnancy Clinic in Salem. 
She has been training new advocates and mentors and also 
developing their training materials for these positions. 
Rick is excited to be mentoring Salvador and has also been 

working on developing an Internship program that has been named "Injertados." It is 
used in scripture in Eph 2:13 where it is translated "Brought near." It is also translated 
in other places as "grafted-in." It will consist of 2 phases: 
Phase 1 is 10 weeks where the Intern will serve under a Hispanic pastor and Rick will 
oversee that process. If things go well in Phase1, the Intern will be invited to Phase 
2 which is 1 year. The first 15 weeks of phase 2 will be curriculum-based, focusing on 
practical skills for planting and pastoring an Hispanic church. The remaining 37 weeks 
of that year the Intern will be working hand-in-hand with an Hispanic pastor. At the 
end of Phase 2 the Intern will hopefully be ready to go out and plant a Hispanic 
church! Hispanics make up about 25% of the population of Washington, Oregon, and 
Idaho. Places like Woodburn and Grandview are over 60%!! The harvest is ripe. Rick 
will be visiting Spanish-speaking bible schools to recruit young men to be interns.
