The grapes are grown on vines aged 15-20 
years, planted in calcareous earth. They are 
harvested into temperature controlled 
stainless steel tanks where they undergo 
fermentation, with the influence of 
American and French oak. No animal 
based fining agents were added making 
the wines vegan friendly.
