You will find enclosed a resul ts l ist for this years race. We are providing lhls list wi th the following quali fications. 
Approximately 40 racers whO had registered were never recorded as having crossed the finish l ine lor . their numbers 
wer e misread-- as a duplicate of another number). Race numbers (and associated times) were hand recorded with pen & 
paper at the finish line. As an adjunct to hand recording, we were using a liming computer to record limes. The timing 
computer r ecorded about30 times for which no number was hand recorded. As a result we expect many of those racers 
for which numbers were root recorded did Indeed finish. This listing should be used only as a general guide to your fimshing 
position. You w ill note we have not included a "PLACE" column or divisional platings as in last years listing for this reason. 
If you are not in the listing and you can provide of w ith additional information (for instance, the number of the person you 
finished near) give us a cali and we will do our best to provide you w i th a lime. 

Why such a severe m1srecording of results? <Nr observations are that the conditions for recordi ng results were 
abom>nable al best. Very high winds and cold temperatures made the physical task of writing and hanging on to a clipboard 
difficult. The weather conditions forced many riders lo bundle up with additional clothing; which in a number of instances 
partially obscur ed or totally covered their number . Numbers which were visible were often napping in the high winds such 
that they were not easily readabl e. The last minute change in the length of the race caught us unprepared with regard to 
finishing rate. The shOrtened race resulted in more riders rinlshing closer together and at a higher rate or speed. Those of 
you who have competed in this race the last two years know such inaccuracies have not been the case. However, the 
responsibili ty for result lies with the promoter and you have our apologies for this year problems

High gust for the dJy wns 90 miles pN hour. Sending 400 racers, 250 support vehicle 
and 150 volunte<'rs into potentially llfe-threatcHmg we<Jther would not have been 
in anyone's best 1nlen•~ l. 

Tin Mountain Conservation Center thanks you once again for your support, 
patience und understandmg. Let's hope Mother Nature is a little fncndlier next year. 

The 1995 race dati.' is Sunday, Sept. 10. Ruce registrations are scheduled for 
mailing the f1rst week of july, 1995.
