The portfolio is meant to give life to the
student’s scholarship application, but should not be overly extensive. Keep in mind this portfolio will not be returned.

The Scholarship committee is comprised of members of the Admission Team and faculty. After the committee reviews
each scholarship application thoroughly, a select number of students will be awarded an amount deemed appropriate. The
scholarship award will be no less than $1000 and will be awarded for all years of attendance.

Certain expectations are set upon these scholarship recipients. Students must remain in good standing and share their
recognized skills with the school community.
