When	you	unblock	the	person,	the	previous	chat	history	won’t
suddenly	reappear.	Any	new	messages	after	unblocking	can	be	sent	and	received	as	usual.	Chats	Before	Blocking:	If	the	person	had	sent	you	a	chat	before	they	were	blocked,	and	you	did	not	open	it,	you	won’t	see	this	message	after	unblocking.	Basically,	any	chats	sent	by	the	blocked	person	during	the	period	they	were	blocked	will	not	be	delivered	to
you	after	unblocking.	Stories:	Once	you	unblock	and	re-add	them	(and	they	add	you	back),	you’ll	be	able	to	view	their	stories	if	their	privacy	settings	allow	it,	and	vice	versa.	Notifications:	The	person	you	unblock	will	not	receive	a	notification	that	they	have	been	unblocked.	If	you	re-add	them	as	a	friend,	they’ll	get	the	usual	friend	request	notification.
Snap	Score:	After	re-adding	them,	you’ll	be	able	to	see	their	Snap	Score	again,	which	is	the	number	representing	the	total	number	of	Snaps	they’ve	sent	and	received.	Remember,	for	privacy	reasons,	always	be	cautious	and	aware	of	who	you’re	communicating	with	on	social	media	platforms,	including	Snapchat.	If	someone’s	behavior	is	inappropriate
or	makes	you	uncomfortable,	you	have	every	right	to	block	or	report	them.	If	you’ve	ever	accidentally	blocked	someone	on	Snapchat	or	just	had	a	change	of	heart	and	want	to	unblock	them,	don’t	worry	–	it’s	easy	to	do!	Here’s	how:	First,	open	up	the	Snapchat	app	on	your	phone.	From	there,	swipe	down	from	the	top	of	the	screen	to	access	your
profile.
