Constitution and Dexterity help prevent early fatalities, while Wisdom and Charisma enable multiclass dedications to other casters. Strength is the safest attribute for wizards
to assign a flaw to, except when using weapons in multiclass builds. Ancestries And Backgrounds Heritages like Elf offer traditional intelligence boosts but come with Constitution flaws. The Ancient EIf heritage provides an early advantage through multiclass dedication feats. The Sprite heritage offers balanced boosts in Dexterity and Intelligence
without affecting Strength. Backgrounds Provide Versatility Backgrounds like Occult Librarian allow wizards to gather information about magical factions, while Barrister grants legal lore as a skill. Academy Dropout sets the stage for a first-level wizard's adventuring life, and Amnesiac provides three attribute boosts but requires GM discretion.
Revised Wizard Subclasses The wizard subclasses have undergone changes due to the shift away from strict magic schools. The new schools represent disciplines of practice, offering curricula and spell lists that reflect how wizards apply themselves. Each school grants additional spells, focus spells, and curriculum spells as you rank up. Their
curriculum weaves together language skills, arcane incantations, and a touch of mental manipulation. They specialize in spells like aura boosts and clairvoyance knockoffs. Battle Magic combines the best aspects of abjuration and evocation, focusing on self-defense and dealing massive damage to foes. Their core spells include unavoidable attacks and
elemental shielding. Civic Wizardry members work regular jobs while mastering magic to build structures and fortify their allies. They can manipulate terrain and provide temporary hit points. Mentalism blends illusion and charm magic for combat and roleplaying purposes. Their focus spells can charm enemies into attacking allies or cast shortened
invisibility spells. The Protean Form school explores the potential of polymorph spells, allowing students to choose between body horror or fantasy transformations. Their curriculum includes buffs, debuffs, and utility spells with the polymorph trait. Focus spells in this school warp enemy biology to weaken them or grant themselves adaptations. The
Boundary school delves into planar magic, incorporating elements of eldritch horror from gazing beyond the veil. They learn spells for summoning and binding spirits as well as teleportation options. Their focus spells can enhance summons or create auras of fear with no saving throw required. Unified Magical Theory encourages flexibility over
specialization, allowing students to access a range of spells without sacrificing raw power. Focus spells in this school enable them to throw their staff with incredible force or mirror another caster's spell. The remastered game has made focus points and refocusing more viable, enabling wizards to build around focus spells with greater reliability.
Having multiple spells at your disposal can be beneficial, but one might offer more utility than others. Using that particular tool effectively and conserving other resources could give you an edge in combat. If encounters with weak enemies don't occur frequently, all three spells still deal significant raw damage, making them useful for attacking. The
spell Hydraulic Push is effective against melee opponents, forcing them to waste an action retreating into range. Breath Fire and Basic Reflex Save spells can provide near-guaranteed damage, even if enemies don't critically succeed, dealing half damage that could be substantial with weaknesses factored in. Force Barrage automatically hits and
increases its damage over time, making it a good choice for consistent harm infliction. Thunderstrike has two damage types and is effective against metal armor, weakening an enemy's dexterity for a round. Wizards also have the flexibility to allocate their starting funds efficiently, allowing them to begin with 14gp worth of consumables or utility
items. Considering equipment investments, Healing Potions (lesser) cost 4GP and restore 1d8hp, while First rank spell scrolls store a spell at the same price. Repair Kits use crafting skills to mend damaged items for 2GP, and Companions can be purchased for 1GP to avoid navigation penalties. Camping essentials range in price but are essential for
wizards who lack survival skills. The remastered wizard offers various feat options, especially with the free archetype optional rule, allowing them to gain spells outside their class more effectively. They also inherit simple weapons from other classes, expanding their combat capabilities. However, most spellcasting dedications still require building
attributes beyond intelligence, such as wisdom or charisma. A wizard's familiar can offer access to various forms of spellcasting, depending on their patron, although it might not be as potent as a witch's. However, this can still be an option for wizards who prefer to spend a class feat instead. Additionally, a rogue can rapidly advance with starting
skills provided by the wizard's intelligence, making them well-suited for this archetype. A mentalist wizard can use their invisibility cloak focus spell in conjunction with stealth bonuses from their rogue multiclass, providing opportunities for clever strategy. Investigator wizards lack the ability to use their intelligence for attacks and features, making
this less suitable for those without strength or dexterity. In contrast, an Occult wizard can use crystal healing with a medic dedication, allowing them to become effective healers despite the absence of healing spells on the arcane spell list. The Lich archetype is only available beyond level 12 and provides wizards lacking survivability with regeneration
from their soul cage, though it requires GM approval and may involve narrative considerations about immortality.
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
