Their	method	involves	printing	any	worksheets	that	catch	their	attention,	regardless	of	whether	they	exactly	fit	the	current	student	level,	as	the
classroom	dynamic	is	constantly	changing.	The	author	organizes	their	worksheets	into	binders	based	on	concepts	and	difficulty	levels	(easy	comprehension,	hard	comprehension,	etc.).	They	highly	recommend	investing	in	a	heavy-duty	3-hole	punch	to	streamline	this	process,	especially	for	schools	without	advanced	copier	capabilities.	This	tool	helps
create	uniform	holes,	making	it	easier	to	store	worksheets.	When	creating	homework	packets,	the	author	prepares	enough	material	for	about	a	month	or	two	by	reviewing	lesson	plans	and	selecting	suitable	worksheets.	They	then	assemble	packets	with	2-4	chosen	worksheets	and	staple	them	together.	The	completed	packets	are	stored	in	file	dividers
according	to	student,	with	each	pupil	having	their	own	homework	folder.	The	system	has	its	advantages,	such	as	once	the	initial	setup	is	complete,	it	runs	smoothly,	especially	for	higher	students.	However,	setting	up	the	packets	can	be	time-consuming	at	first,	but	this	effort	pays	off	in	the	long	run.	The	author	also	shares	some	of	their	go-to	websites
for	finding	printable	worksheets,	including	Superteacherworksheets,	Edhelper,	Atozteacherstuff,	and	Worksheetgenius,	covering	various	subjects	like	spelling	and	math. In	language	binders,	the	teacher	follows	a	system	of	recently	mastered	work,	with	separate	sections	for	different
subjects.	These	include	wh-	question	worksheets,	vocabulary	(match	word	to	picture	type	sheets),	grammar	rules	worksheets	(correcting	sentences	etc.),	and	more.	The	teacher	tailors	the	content	based	on	students'	IEP	goals	and	needs	from	assessments	like	ABLLS,	Fountas	&	Pinnell	Reading	Assessment,	and	Words	Their	Way	Spelling	Assessment.
