Gottfried Bammes was a German artist and anatomist born on April 26th, 1920, in Potschappel, and died on May
14th, 2007, in Dresden. He became a professor of artistic anatomy at the Hochschule fir Bildende Kinste Dresden in 1960 and his textbooks are standard works in the field. Bammes was the son of teacher Johannes Gerhard Bammes. From 1931 to 1939, he attended the Staatliche Oberschule for Young Men in Dresden-Plauen and later served in a
newsreel unit during World War II, being captured by Canadian forces in 1945. During the war, he married in 1944; they had five children, including Biihnenbildner Jan Bammes. Bammes studied painting and graphic arts at Emil Paul Borner before beginning his career as a freelance artist. He was recognized as such in 1947 and then worked at the
Eisenhammerwerk Dresden-Dolzschen and Edelstahlwerk 8th May 1945 in Freital. In 1949, he founded the first amateur art circle of the DDR at the Dolzschener Eisenhammerwerk, followed by another in 1950 at the Freitaler Edelstahlwerk. The circles produced notable regional artists such as Grafiker Horst Hoppe. Bammes studied painting and
graphic arts at the Hochschule fiir Bildende Kinste Dresden from 1951 to 1953 and began working as a teacher after completing his studies in 1953. He was part of the Verband Bildender Kinstler der DDR until 1990 and created works including a series of “expressionist pictures” that depicted steelworkers at work. In 1953, he exhibited an oil
painting called Edelstahl (145 x 190 cm) on the Third Deutsche Kunstausstellung in Dresden. He built up the field of artistic anatomy for animal and human at the high school and established a special examination as an anatomist at the Medizinische Akademie Carl Gustav Carus Dresden in 1955. Bammes’ teaching was influenced by artists such as
Leonardo da Vinci and Albrecht Durer, whose works on proportional relationships he respected. He studied pedagogy at the TH Dresden from 1956, earning a promotion in 1957 and habilitation in 1959 for his thesis Didaktische Hilfsmittel im Lehrfach Plastische Anatomie. In 1960, Bammes was appointed Professor of Kinstleranatomy at the
Hochschule fiir Bildende Kiinste Dresden. His students included Werner Schlieben, Elisabeth Lehmann, Sandor Déré, Hernando Leo6n, Giinter Schreiber, Doris KreiR, Eberhard von der Erde, and Volker Trager. Bammes was recognized as a prominent expert in artistic anatomy, publishing several standard works. His internationally acclaimed textbook
Die Gestalt des Menschen was awarded the title of the most beautiful book of the year in the DDR in 1964 and has been translated into various languages, remaining relevant even today.Seine kiinstlerische Laufbahn fithrte ihn zu einer Vielzahl von Arbeiten, die er bis in seine spaten Jahre hinein schuf. Wahrend seiner Zeit als Professor wandte er sich
der freien Grafik zu und konzentrierte sich dabei besonders auf die kiinstlerische Darstellung des Lebens Jesu und der Passion Christi.[13] Seine Fahigkeit, Situationen und Ereignisse mit hoher Symbolkraft darzustellen, wurde von Kritikern anlasslich einer Ausstellung in Gorlitz und Zittau 1997 hervorgehoben.[14] Neben seinen grafischen Werken
veroffentlichte Bammes auch kunstanatomische und kunstpadagogische Publikationen. Bis 2006 erschienen 22 seiner Werke Uber die Anatomie von Mensch und Tier. Zu seinem 80. Geburtstag wurde er als "Nestor der kiinstlerischen Anatomie" und "lebende Legende" geehrt.[15] Im Jahr 2002 wurden die Namen Gottfried Bammes an eine
internationale Schule fur klassisches Zeichnen und Skulptur in St. Petersburg vergeben, gegrundet von seinen Schulern und Bildhauern Roman Kuriljak.[17] Bammes starb 2007 in Dresden. Sein kunstlerischer Nachlass wurde an verschiedene Einrichtungen wie die Stadtischen Sammlungen Freital, die Hochschule fiir Bildende Kunste Dresden und
die Staatlichen Kunstsammlungen Dresden gegeben.
